If you start it standalone from C:\Program Files (x86)\Microsoft Office\Office14\MSQRY32.EXE and create a query using the Query Wizard (File -> New... and check the "Use the Query Wizard to create/edit queries" box)
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Click "OK" and you should see another popup:
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Select some columns and click on "Next >". You should now see this popup:
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This is where the problem happens. When setting up a filter, if I type something into the far right box, everything will work fine however, if I click on the pulldown button to get a list of possible values, almost immediately the following occurs:
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This happens every time and there is nothing that can be done at this point other than clicking on "Close the program" and Microsoft Query shuts down. (Clicking on the "X" box on the upper right-hand corner does the same thing.)

The same thing will occur when Microsoft Query is called from Excel 2010 (Data -> From Other Sources -> From Microsoft Query), but the problem isn't in Excel since the same thing happens when Microsoft Query is run by itself.

The problem occurs no matter which MySQL ODBC driver is used, all the way from 3.51.30 to 5.3.6, and I've tried bot the ANSI and the Unicode versions.

Interesting, if you follow a similar procedure without using the Query Wizard, everything will work, even the query to pull up a list of potential values. To illustrate:
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As can be seen below, when manually doing the same exact thing without the Query Wizard, pressing the "Values..." button causes a list of "Select Value(s)" to pop up, just as it should have, but didn't above. This is really strange because the same code should be executed here, so why would it work when called from one place, but not another?
